121.1 Apologies for absence.
Mrs Harker (EDC councillor) – broken arm.

121.2 Declarations of interest in agenda items.
None were made.

121.3 Minutes of the meeting held on September 17th.
Having been circulated the minutes were taken as read. They were approved as a correct record and signed as such by Mr Dyke.

121.4 Public comments and concerns.

There was some discussion about the opening times of the Mardale Inn but it was agreed that very little could be done. Potholes were causing problems as was excess standing  water on the road at Woodfoot. Mrs White (parishioner) was advised to contact the Highways Pothole Hotline directly. There was also a blocked drain outside Beckside.

Mr Shave had been contacted by a parishioner concerned about the uncut grass in the recreation field. There was some discussion about the ownership and general management of the field but no answers to the problem. Mr Bruin would contact Mr Leckie who had used the field in the past.

b) After some discussion it was agreed that the council would pay for the digitisation of the Tinclar Library archives which had been carried out by Mr Cant for the library trustees.

A cheque for 100.00 was signed by Mr Bruin and Mr Dyke.

c) Financial report, budget and precept.

The Clerk reported that the half yearly audit had been successfully completed. The report was presented and approved.

Mr Hughes arrived before the discussion of the draft budget.

The budget prepared by the Clerk and previously discussed at a working party meeting was discussed and a precept of 6540 .00 was agreed. A sum was included to form a capital reserve for the future costs of the footway lighting.

121.7 Planning.
New application;-  7/2019/3131  High Rough Hill, Askham, CA10 2QL  Outfall pipework from approved package treatment plant to watercourse.  No objections were expressed.

Granted permission;- 7/2019/3098 Setterah Park, Helton, CA10 2QA. Engineering works associated with the restoration of the River Lowther.

Refused permission;- 7/2019/3063 Carhullan Farmhouse, Askham, CA10 2QL  Renovation and extension of existing barn to create workshop and art studio.

121.8 Proposed phone box closures.
BT’s proposal to remove the service from the phone boxes at Burnbanks and Bampton Grange was discussed and councillors expressed a wish to retain both especially that at Burnbanks.  It was decided that Ms Tuer would prepare a draft response to EDC.

121.9 Updates.

a) Footway lighting.

b) Green waste disposal provision.

In view of considerable public concern about the current provision of one skip per month from April to October the Clerk would ask Mrs Harker, EDC councillor, to look into the matter.

c) Hedge trimming.

The hedges had been trimmed and there was no longer a problem with visibility  on the road.
