Funding for the last financial year had been lost because of protracted legal discussions but applications for grants had been made for this year. Total cost of the work would be 5000.00 but offers of match funding might speed things up, for instance sponsorship of a new finger post for 100.00.

Mr Dyke queried the cost but Ms Hankin explained that it had become a bigger project than originally planned. The time scale for commencement of the work was a month or two.

Ms Hankin was thanked for coming and left the meeting.

CCC – Mr Hughes reported on a meeting at Shap re street lighting that he had attended but had nothing else to report.

Payments were approved and cheques signed by Mr Dyke and Mr Bruin.

The Clerk reported that all the new mandates were now in place for Mr Campbell, Ms Harmer, Ms Tuer and Mr Dyke.
b) Fellrunner had requested a donation towards the cost of running the bus service to the village – 174.90, based on the number of passenger journeys.

After some discussion it was agreed that 175.00 should be given. The cheque was signed by Mr Dyke and Mr Bruin.

 c)Request from LDNPA for a contribution towards the cost of the Millennium Footpath extension.

Following some discussion it was agreed that 100.00 would be given to sponsor the finger post. Payment was deferred until the next meeting.

Ms Hankin would be informed of the decision.

113.7 Footway lighting.
After considerable discussion it was decided that the council would adopt the street lights in the village and EDC would be informed of the decision before the deadline of September 30th. The Clerk would contact EDC for the contract but would pose several questions – would lights not previously approved for retention be included and would lights in poor condition be repaired before final handover. Councillors would approve the letter before it was sent.

There was further discussion about the implications of the decision and Mr Campbell said that he would look into the possibility of a bulk electricity supply for the future.

113.8 Closure of the Burnbanks-Bampton road.
Mr Jones reported that it was going well so far with few problems for residents of Burnbanks.

113.9 Parking at Grange and Butterwick.
Mr Campbell had written to the people concerned at Grange but had had no response. It was decided to leave any further action to the next meeting when the situation would be reviewed.

Nothing had been done regarding the parking problem at Butterwick.

113.10 Memorial Hall notice board.
Mr Jones had ordered a board from Richardson’s and it had been constructed and only needed the lettering to be done. His action was approved by the council.
113.11 GDPR policy.

The policy drawn up by the Clerk was accepted by the council and signed by Mr Campbell.

A privacy policy would be put up on the website.

113.12 Planning

New applications;-

a) 7/20189/3134 High Rough Hill, Askham CA10 2QL

Construction of boundary wall and fence of approximately 35m to the north of High Rough Hill.

Councillors expressed some objections – the proposed wall would be too high and would block light from the adjacent property. LDNPA would be informed.

b) 7/2018/3132 Low Howe, Askham CA10 2QL

Refurbishment of farmhouse and conversion of barns to holiday lets.

No objections but some concern over the access track.

ii) Approval granted.

7/2018/3119  Low Rough Hill, Askham CA10 2QL

Restoration of fire damaged farmhouse, conversion of detached stone barn to form ancillary office space.

113.13 Bus shelter and seat inspection report.

Inspections not yet carried out.

Mr Richardson had been asked to replace slates on the roof of the bus shelter at The Howes but had not done it yet.

Mr Campbell and Mr Bruin would carry out an inspection and do any necessary maintenance work.
