Payments were authorised and cheques signed by Mr Bruin and Mr Dyke.

The Clerk reported that the half yearly audit had been carried out by Mr Leece and there were no matters of concern.

The financial report was approved and signed by Mr Campbell.

b) Draft budget and precept.

An increase in the Clerk’s salary from 1600.00 to 1660.00 was agreed.

Following some discussion and correction of figures the draft budget drawn up by the Clerk was agreed and the precept was set at 6000.00 , an increase of 1500.00 to cover the possible cost of a contested election and the newly adopted footway lighting.

114.7 Lighting contract.

Having been previously discussed and in response to parishioners’ wishes expressed in answers to a questionnaire and at the Annual Parish Meeting it was agreed unanimously that the footway lights approved by EDC should be adopted. The contract was approved and signed by the Clerk and countersigned by Mr Campbell and Mr Hughes. The position of one light was altered as it was wrongly shown.
114.8 Updates.

a) Notice board.

The new Memorial Hall board had been delivered but not yet erected. It is very heavy and will be difficult to install but should be long lasting.

b) Seat and bus shelter.

An inspection had been carried out by Mr Campbell and Mr Bruin but no work carried out as yet. No work was urgent. It was agreed that a file should be kept for reports and photos.

The bus shelter still needs to have a slate replaced and Mr Richardson has been asked to carry this out. Mr Campbell would organise.

c) Parking at Grange.

A letter had been received from the resident whose vehicles were causing concern explaining his circumstances and the reasons for the sometimes large numbers of vehicles. It was agreed that no further action should be taken by the council but an eye kept on the situation.

d) Road closure, Bampton to Burnbanks.

The work had been completed without too much disruption but it was felt that it was not entirely successful with some area still flooding. Mr Hughes would contact Mr Butcher, CCC Highways.

e) Drain at Grange.

Mr Campbell had investigated the problem area and Mr Banks, CCC Highways had told him that the drain had been inspected and was clear. The cause of the problem was the position of the drain.
f) Green waste bins.

The Clerk would forward information received from EDC on the matter.
